Welcome to our annual classic car run, now in its 15th year, starting from the Over Community Centre
and comprising a route of approximately 80 miles, initially passing through the Fens before
meandering through undulating countryside to finish at the Shuttleworth Collection just outside
Biggleswade. The collection, founded by Richard Shuttleworth in 1928, houses the oldest aircraft still
capable of flying today together with an eclectic assortment of historic motor vehicles also in running
order. Your entry fee includes entrance to the collection.

As usual hot drinks and breakfast rolls will be provided at the start and there will be a break after
about 40 miles at the Giddy Goat Coffee Shop in Riseley where more drinks and cakes will be on offer.
Vouchers will be included in your packs to exchange at both these venues together with vouchers that
can be exchanged at the Shuttleworth café on completion of the run.
Our roadbook for the event will, in addition to the route being clearly described with tulip diagrams
with Map sections and will include notes on points of interest you will pass during the day.

SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS

Announcement

Cambridge Car Club will promote a Touring Assembly on Sunday 6 April 2025 starting at Over
Community Centre Cambridge CB24 5NW and finishing at the Shuttleworth Collection near
Biggleswade, Bedfordshire.

Jurisdiction
The event will be held under the National Sporting Regulations of Motorsport UK, these
regulations and any additional instructions that may be issued for the event.

Eligible Cars and Participants

The event is open to road cars manufactured before 31 December 1998, plus any other cars
the organisers consider as “classics” or “interesting”. Please contact the Clerk of the Course
should you wish to discuss eligibility.

All cars must meet the legal requirements to run on the road. The use of trade plates is not
permitted.

Advertising, trade signs or promotional displays may not be carried on any vehicle. “Period”
advertising will be considered, but must be defined on the entry form, and is subject to the
organiser’s approval. Cars contravening this rule will be required to cover the offending
advertising before starting. Decisions on the eligibility of entries are at the absolute discretion
of the organiser and are final.

Identification

Participating cars will be identified by a “Rally Plate” to be provided by the organiser. This
must be affixed to the front of the vehicle unless not feasible when an alternative location
must be agreed with the Clerk of the Course.

Documentation
All drivers must hold a valid full driving licence, not then subject to disqualification or
suspension. A competition licence is not required.

At the start of the event participants will be issued with detailed instructions to enable them
to complete the event, also additional, optional, supplementary information may be issued
from time to time.

Insurance
Participants will be required to electronically complete a declaration that they have valid
insurance appropriate to the event, in accordance with Road Traffic Act requirements.

Entries

Entries open on publication of these regulations and close on 29" March 2025. No entry is
entitled to a refund after this date. A maximum of 70 entries will be accepted. The entry fee
is £80.00 with an additional £25.00 for each passenger AFTER the first passenger in a car.
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All entries will have to be completed electronically. Please follow the link on the club
website www.cambridgecarclub.co.uk or go to https://www.cambridgecarclub.co.uk/event-
calendar/cambridge-classic-run/.

For an entry to be accepted the full entry fee of £80.00 must be paid via a direct bank
payment.
